The season started in 
spectacular surroundings and 
excellent weather allowing park to 
clinch a decisive victory against 
Sewerby with captain Charlie Rook 
getting 100 (n.o) and Mark Tissiman 4 
wickets. The following week proved a  

similar result and 5 games into the season park found themselves 
having been defeated only once (against Carlton Towers) despite Rich 
Foster’s 7 wickets. Next came arguably the highlight of the season, an 
away game against Scarborough II at Marine Road. Park supporters 
attempted to fill the stands, becoming hooked as Scarborough set 187. 
Sam Medley proved why he was player of the season scoring his 1st 
LPCC hundred (n.o) with Sam Dodd adding 41 to gain Park victory. By 
now the team were setting their sights on the top spot and found for the 
first season in several years they were strengthened by the depth of 
squad with several players regularly called up, notably ‘Blaster’ Barlow 
replacing Tim Nettleton for the season behind the stumps, proving very 
much up to the job. Several juniors made debuts showing great promise 
and we saw the arrival of Neil Stephenson who’s experience proved 
invaluable. By the half way point Park found themselves comfortably on 
top, rather a surprise given 1st game instructions. Rookie proved as 
hungry for the top spot as the rest of the team and provided some 
excellent captaincy. The second half saw 6 more wins in 10 games,

Youngman matching those of the opening attack. A tense finish against 
Beverley ended in a draw, enough to guarantee promotion 3 games from 
the end. Park left it to the last game against New Earswick to be 
crowned champions following an easy victory.

Results in the York and District Junior Cricket League have 
surpassed everyone’s wildest hopes and expectations.  
U15 - Despite a difficult start to the season, disrupted by school exams, the under 15s bounced back to finish their league strongly with excellent 
performances against Osbaldwick and Woodhouse Grange.  
U13 - The under 13s completed their League programme unbeaten finishing as champions of the East division from which they subsequently 
progressed to the League Championship play-off final against York following a 9 wicket semi-final victory over Acomb (West division champions). The 
under 13s also qualified for the plate semi final meeting Acomb and were unfortunate to lose in a ‘bowl-off’ caused due to rain when Londesborough 
were in a winning position.  
U11 - Londesborough’s under 11s were extremely unlucky to lose their Cup Final after finishing level on scores with York (losing only due to 
conceding one more wicket.) The under 11s emulated the under 13s finishing joint champions of their (East) division thus qualifying for the League 
semi-final playoff against Ovington where a comfortable victory brought them head-to-head once more with York who once again got the better of the 
spirited Londesborough youngsters. 
U9 - After all these ‘near misses’, the under 9s showed their older club mates how to do it properly. They finished runners-up in their division saving 
their best cricket for the play-offs at Osbaldwick where they finished League Champions deservedly beating two previously unbeaten teams (Sheriff 
Hutton Bridge and Clifton Alliance). 
Representative An increasing list of juniors picked up representative honours. For East Yorkshire; Eddie Salmon (u14), Greg Drewery (u13), James 
Hanley and Stephen Croft (u13/u12), William Stephenson (u12), Nathan Saltmer (u12/u11), Ben Shingles, Joe Shingles and Billy Salmon (u11), 
Lewis Medley (u10). Greg Drewery, Stephen Croft, James Hanley and Nathan Saltmer also played for Yorkshire in their age groups. The depth of 
strength of the junior section at Londesborough Park is currently at an all time high and there are several younger exciting prospects in the pipeline.  
All things considered, a tremendously successful season and I expect the senior players at Londesborough are looking anxiously over their shoulders 
at the talent soon to be challenging. Junior coaching resumes in the New Year and we are particularly keen to see an influx of players suitable to play 
in the under 9s League in 2010 (school year 3 & 4) in order to continue the clubs incredible success.
