Woodhouse & Heworth continue title battle

Last season’s champions Woodhouse Grange and runners-up Heworth continue to battle for the title honours in this summer’s Foss Evening Cricket League Division One, with two points separating the sides going into the final third.

Woodhouse maintained their lead with a 4 wicket win over a battling Stamford Bridge side.  Stamford struggled early as spinners Marcus and Kevin Smith took two wickets each, but Bridge posted a competitive score thanks to Dave Craven’s 47* including four sixes.  David Chaplin then went for just two runs in his four overs but Tom Young (24) and an important 41 run 6th wicket partnership between Chris Bilton (23*) and David Suddaby (19) saw the champions home.
